Part 2 — Hagbah (Lifting the Torah)

Text #1:
Sofrim 14:14

He immediately unrolls the Torah scroll
until three columns (are revealed)

and lifts it up

and shows its writing

to those standing

to his right and left

and turns it to his front and back

as it is a mitzvah for the men and women
to see the writing

and to bow

and say:

"And this is the Torah that

Moses placed before the Children of Israel”
-OR-

“The Torah of the L-rd is perfect,

it revives the soul.”

When do we lift the Torah?

Sephardi Custom: Before the Torah is read.
Ashkenazi Custom: After the Torah is read.

Text #2:
Rema to Shulchan Aruch 134:2

Gloss:
It is the custom to (lift the scroll) after the

Torah has been read.
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TEXT #3:

a) Deuteronomy 4:44
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And this is the Torah that
Moses placed before the Children of Israel.

b) Psalms 19:8
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The Torah of the L-rd is perfect, restoring the soul;
the testimony of the L-rd is faithful, making the simple one wise.

c) Deuteronomy 9:23
nYnTa n'ey..
...by the word of the L-rd through Moses.

Proverbs 3:18
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It is a tree of life for those who grasp it,
and those who draw near it are fortunate.

Shaar Hakavanot
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The custom of my master,

of blessed memory, was that he would kiss the Torah scroll
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and accompany it, walking after it when they would
take it from the ark to the table to read from it.
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Afterward, he would

remain near the table
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until they would open the Torah scroll

and show it to the congregation, as is known.
